Dear Attendees,

It’s great that you have come here tonight, because it shows that you are concerned for Israel and her survival.  You want to support Israel, and you want peace – both admirable goals.

Unfortunately, J Street’s policies will not accomplish these goals.  Instead, the implementation of J Street’s policies will lead to increased terrorism, war, and ultimately, the destruction of Israel.

How do we know this?  First, let’s take a look at who represents J Street and how it is funded.  J Street receives tens of thousands of dollars from Saudi Arabian and Iranian interests – lobbyists, front groups, and businesses directly connected to the governments of these anti-Semitic, Israel-hating, radical Islamist nations. (1)  If J Street was truly “pro-Israel”, why would it solicit (or even accept) ‘donations’ from anti-Jewish groups? 

Not only does J Street receive donations from anti-Israel forces, it has adopted many of its donors’ policies as well.  J Street has cited with approval statements calling Israel’s response during the Gaza “disproportionate” (2), refused to condemn the biased Goldstone report, and drawn a moral equivalence between Israel and Hamas, stating that it could not identify “who was right or who was wrong”. (3)

J Street endorses policies which Israel itself says is inimical to its interests.  Ambassador Michael Oren, the Israeli ambassador to the United States, refused to address J Street’s initial conference because its policies are destructive to Israel.  “[J Street is] a unique problem in that it not only opposes one policy of one Israeli government, it opposes all policies of all Israeli governments… We understand there are differences of opinion,.  But when it comes to the survival of the Jewish state, there should be no differences of opinion.” (4)

In supporting policies which threaten the survival of the Jewish state, J Street is indeed “significantly out of the mainstream”, as Oren put it.  Rabbi Eric Yoffie, President of the Union for Reform Judaism, believes that J Street’s views are “morally deficient, profoundly out of touch with Jewish sentiment and also appallingly naïve”. (5)

We believe they are also.  Think about it.
